A few of our previous 
exhibitors have gone on to exhibit in galleries and obtain 
professional photography contracts as a result of exhibit-
ing their work at the Festival.  

We also want to make photographic art affordable and 
encourage people to buy unique, original art instead of 
ubiquitous works.
